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WWDACT Health Position Paper – Scope

WWDACT would like to develop a position paper that outlines the human rights basis for access to an Ideal Health System for women, girls, non-binary and feminine-identifying people with disabilities in the ACT, noting the current issues in the system. 
We want to identify the components of an Ideal Health System for women* with disabilities and through that lens consider issues of health and wellbeing in the ACT Health system that particularly affect WWD, such as:
· The availability of GPs and specialists
· Costs

· Waiting times
· Attitudes
· Appropriateness of Care
· Disability awareness and sensitivity
· Availability of information
· Inclusion of disability information on other sites (e.g. the WCHM is about to launch a website health info hub)
· Culture
· Holistic Models of Care
· Managing complex health conditions
· NDIS – Health interface
· ACT Health Service Culture
· Adequacy of and Access to advanced treatment plans
· Physical Access
· Adjustable height examination tables
· Access to national programs (breast screen/cervical screen)
· Sexual and reproductive health
· Education
· Family Planning
· Maternity
· Mental Health
· Adequacy of Mental Health Treatment Plans
· Chronic Condition Management (incl. Chronic Disease Management)
· GP Management Plans (GPMP); and
· Team Care Arrangements (TCAs)
We also want to outline the systemic issues of:
· Medical trauma
· Over-medicalised models of disability
· Inequity in information provision
We want to draw together the statistical data from existing sources and our own qualitative data. There may be opportunity to add depth with some case studies from our community. 
Another possible point to consider is a comparative analysis of health policies for non-disabled women in ACT and disabled women’s health policies in other jurisdictions.
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
